For 1984-85, Memorial will receive
from government S6SM in_ operating.
$2.7M in minor capital and 50.685M in
major capital grants. Funding for the
Faculty of Medicine is-another S11.6M.
Overall funding is 537M less than
requested.

“Considering the funds available
and the fixed costs the university must
work with, only approximately $480,000
