::\Iethod of adjusting annual purchases of clothing for interarea variations 
caused by climatic factors: 

The basic clothing budget is the average for United States cities. For each 
city, the quantities of specified clothing articles, grouped as "heavy" and 
"light" items, are adjusted upwards or downwards in accordance with local 
clhnatic conditions. The basis of the adjustment is the normal number of annual 
dc->gree days. Degree days are defined as the sum of the deviations below 65 deg­
rees in the daily n'lean temperature. The adjustment factors are stated as per­
centages of the average for all cities. For the group of "heavy" articles, the per­
centage adjustment factors for a given city are related to the number of degree 
days as follows :

( 1) Miscellaneous accessories: Cost of this group of items is a specified percent of the annual 
allowance of clothing per person. The percents are as follows: Husband and wife, 3 per­
cent; boy and girl, 2 percent. 

(2) It will be noticed that the actual total accounted for in the clothing budget is $5i:f)aH, 
and not $518.29 as shown here. The reason for this discrepancy appears in the explana-
tory note at the conclusion of the clothing budget. ·;

( 3) 1\foving to another city: The number of miles shown represents one move of 390 miles 
each year for 4.2 percent of the families.

It is seen frou1 this that the difference in the total yearly budget if the fa1nily 

i<:> assumed to own a car, would amount to $260.97 or $5.02 in the total weekly 
budget. For the purposes of this p1•esent budget it is assum.ed that the frunily does 
not 0"'-''11 a car, although an "adequate" budget cannot be considered <'Oinplete unless 
an automobile is provided for. 

(a,.) Under conditions of the bndg'et which permit family ownership of an :tntomobi1e, the 
car is specified as an "old one''-from six to nine years old. 

(b) \Vhere "gallon" or "quart" is used n.s a unit, the qna.ntity referred to is the Imperial 
measurement as used in Canada. 

(c) ~nres: Includes .97 new and .21 recapped tires. 

( tl) Insurance: The weight of .45, i.e., 45 percent of the automobile owners, applies only to 
those areas where automobile in. urance is not compulsory. In those areas where it is 
compulsory, a. weight of 1.00 is substitutecl. 

(e) Repairs and replacements: $15.14 is the a>erage cost in 1947 of 34 cities in the United 
States. The total varies for judiYidual cities according to differences in cost of labor and 
parts. 

(f) Parking and garage rent: Cost of this group is 3.7 percent of the total of operating 
·costs listed above. 

(g) Tolls, fines, etc.: Cost of this group is 1 percent of the total of operating costs liste<l 
aboYe. 

(h) Trips out of city: The number of miles shown represents one trip, totalling 760 railroad 
miles each year for 31 percent of the families in the average sized Canadian city. 

(i) Local moving: $4.66 is the average cost in 1947 of 34 cities in the United States. This 
total va:t,:.ies for individual cities according to regional differences in moving rates. 

(j) Moving to another city: The number of miles sho·wn 1·epresents one move of 390 miles 
each year for 4.2 percent of the families.

GIFTS, CONTRIBUTIONS, 
AND MISCELLANEOUS BUD,6ET 

Cifts and Contributions: This group includes Christmas, birthday, and 
other presents to persons outside the immediate fam.i:iy and contributions to 
church and cbarities. Cost is 2.7 percent of total cost of goods and services: 
$85.99. 

Miscellaneous Items: This group 1ncludes lodging away from hmne, 
n1usic and dancing lessons for the children, legal expenses, and other unspecified 
:ite1ns. Cost of these items is 1 percent of total cost of goods and services: $31.84. 

OCCUPATIONAL EXPENSES, 
INSURANCE AND TAXES 

Occupational Expenses: Dues to unions, business or professional associa­
tions; special clothing and equipment required for the occupation. These items 
are included in the total cost of the budget as an average yearly outlay of $22.00. 

Insurance: A life insurance policy to provide for the family during a 
r,eriod of adjustment in event of the death of the breadwinner. Insurance is 
included in the estirnated total cost of the budget at the average outlay of $85.00. 

Taxes: Personal incmne taxes in Canada for the income level represented 
by this budget are computed in this way: $1,700.00 of income exempt from 
taxation; $70.00 tax on the first $500.00 of taxable income; 20 percent tax on 
the balance. On this basis, income tax for this budget would amount to $385.71, 
taking exemptions for charitable donations into account.
